The season of advent is all about preparation.  Prep-

aration to celebrate again the birth of Jesus.  Prepa-

ration in hope of the second coming.  As we deco-

rate our homes with lights and trees in preparation of 

Christmas, let us not forget about the Christ child who desires to be born 

anew in our hearts.  So how can we prepare for that to occur?  Jesus 

stated last weekend we should pray, and I suggested the rosary, which 

is a very Christocentric prayer.  Yes, it is a Christ centered devotion.  

When we pray the Hail Mary multiple times during the recitation of the 

rosary or just once apart Jesus is still at the center of the prayer as Saint 

Pope John Paull II stated in his Apostolic Letter: 

 

The center of gravity in the Hail Mary, the hinge as it 

were which joins its two parts, is the name of Jesus. 

Sometimes, in hurried recitation, this center of gravity 

can be overlooked, and with it the connection to the 

mystery of Christ being contemplated. Yet it is pre-

cisely the emphasis given to the name of Jesus and to 

his mystery that is the sign of a meaningful and fruitful 

recitation of the Rosary.  

 

One could think of it like the traditional star that is placed at the top of 

the Christmas tree.  The star represents the Christ child who is born to 

us on Christmas day.  In a similar way, praying the hail Mary is like 

climbing the tree to reach the star and then returning down. 

 

Every time we prayer this prayer, which is composed from the words of 

the Archangel Gabriel and St. Elizabeth, may the hinge of this prayer 

always find room in our hearts not only this advent season but every day 

of our lives.
